Plenty of parking at the 
Melbourne Auditorium on the left approx. ½ mile after turning off of  
US1 on Hibiscus Street.

The Avenues is on the right heading north.  
Ghostly Gecko 5K: From Interstate 95, take the Eau Gallie Exit East.  
Cross US1. Turn left on Highland Ave. Plenty of parking at the Civic 
Center and downtown Eau Gallie.  
Jingle Bell 2 Miler: Satellite Beach Library: From A1A, heading North, 
turn left on Desoto Road.  Approx. 1/2 mile turn left on Jamaica Blvd.  
Approx. 1/2 mile, library will be at end of Jamaica Blvd.
Brevard Zoo’s Rhino Romp 3K:  Heading south on I-95 to Exit 191.
